Nanke Elementary School and Nanke Junior High School began to offer a bilingual program in 2003 in
order to provide a high quality educational environment for children of investors andtbahexperts

who return from overseas and are employed in the $euh Taiwan Science Park. In 2006, the two
schools merged to form National Nanke International Experimental High School (NNKIEH).

NNKIEH as a public, nonprofit school and falls under the governance of both the Taiwan Ministry of
Education and the TaiwaNational Science Council, now reorganized as the Ministry of Science and
Technology. The school buildings feature an open, modern design and house advanced learning
facilities. The campus includes separate school buildingshierHigh School, Junior Higbchool,
Elementary, and the International Bilingual School at Tainan (IBST).
